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Factory Sway Bar Removal

1.) Remove the 2 bolts + 1 nut shown in Fig. A to take off
the undercover tray. (Both sides)

2.) Removing the factory sway bar.
- Remove the nut that is securing the sway bar to
the end link. (Both sides) Fig. B #1
- Remove 2 bolts per bracket to take off the sway
bar bracket and bushing.

Rear Sway Bar Installation

1.) Reuse the factory bushings and the brackets and install in the reverse order the factory sway bar was taken off.
A Use lubrication if the bushing is difficult to push into the bracket.

*Periodically inspect and retorque all nuts and bolts after vehicle operation.
