Taking all under car safety precautions, lift the vehicle using a hoist or hydraulic lift. Once this has been
done, you may begin the removal of your old exhaust system from your vehicle.

Note: Before removing the original exhaust system from your vehicle, please compare the parts you have
received with the bill of materials provided on the previous page to assure that you have all the parts neces-

Note: With a used vehicle, we suggest a penetrating spray lubricant to be applied liberally
to all exhaust fasteners and allowing a significant period of time for the chemical to lubri-
cate the threads before attempting to disassemble.

Original Exhaust System Removal

1. Remove (4) muffler flange nuts, using a 14mm socket, Place all the hard-
ware to the side and remove hangers from rubber isolator. (See Fig. 1)

2. Remove (2) mid-flanges nuts using a 14mm Socket and remove hangers
from rubber isolator. (See Fig. 2)

3. Using a 13mm socket remove the cross bar for more space and remove
from vehicle. (See Fig. 3)

4. Using a muffler stand or an additional person to hold into position the
front pipes assembly, remove (4) flange nuts with a 14mm Socket. (See
Fig. 4)

5. Exhaust system removed. (See Fig. 5)

Exhaust System Installation

1. Orient components on floor referencing page-2 drawing.

2. Install R‘/H & L/H Front Pipe Assembly, using the original hardware. (See
Fig.6) Do not tighten clamps.

3. Place a clamp over the expanded end of the X-pipe Assembly, slide X-
Pipe into Front Pipe Assembly. (See Fig. 7) Do not tighten clamps.

4. Place a clamp on R/H Collector Pipe Assembly, slide inlet into the X-
Pipe. (See Fig. 8) Do not tighten clamps.

5. Repeat STEP 4 for the IL/H Collector Pipe Assembly.

6. Place a clamp on right and left hand side on the expanded end of the R'H
Intermediate Pipe Assembly, slide inlet into the R/H Collector Pipe
Assembly insert hanger into the rubber isolator. (See Fig. 8) Do not

tighten clamps.
7. Repeat STEP 6 for the I/H Intermediate Pipe Assembly.

8. Install the cross brace using the original hardware.

9. Check your exhaust system for proper clearance under the vehicle and also
for tip alignment. Starting at front flanges and moving to rear of vehicle,
tighten flange hardware bolts. Orient position of bolt (on supplied clamps)
between (not over) pipe notches and tighten to 35 ft. Ibs. torque. (See Fig.
10).

10. Before starting your vehicle, make sure to check all wires, hoses, brake
lines, body parts and tires for safe clearance from the exhaust system.

11. Start vehicle and check for any leaks. If any leaks are found, determine
cause (such as loose or incorrectly positioned clamp) and repair as neces-

sary.
